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FRIDAY 

Pray that GCS missionaries would remain spiritually alert in regions where opposition is 
subtle and often unseen, that discernment would guard every decision, and that the 
Gospel would advance steadily through faithful, consistent, and deeply rooted witness. 

SATURDAY  
Pray for GCS work among nomadic communities across Mongolia and Central Asia, that 
the Gospel would reach those beyond settled structures, and that relationships formed 
over time would lead to enduring, culturally grounded discipleship and spiritual fruit.

SUNDAY 
Pray for underground fellowships in Afghanistan, that believers would stand firm in 
isolation and uncertainty, and that GCS connections would strengthen them through 
Scripture, wise encouragement, and pastoral care in deeply challenging conditions.

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MONDAY 

Ask God to strengthen GCS teams serving among displaced tribal groups in Myanmar’s 
border regions, that instability would not hinder the spread of the Gospel, and that local 
believers would continue growing in faith, resilience, and understanding.

TUESDAY
Lift up in prayer GCS evangelistic engagement among university students globally, that 
intellectual and philosophical barriers would be addressed with clarity, and that the 
Gospel would be received with humility, conviction, and genuine openness to truth. 

WEDNESDAY
Pray for GCS involvement among agricultural workers in rural India, that long-standing 
social and caste-related barriers would be broken, and that the message of Christ would 
be received with understanding, sincerity, and lasting faith.

THURSDAY

Pray for the GCS evangelistic mission in Johannesburg, that ministry in prisons, schools, 
squatter camps, and rehabilitation centres would open hearts, bringing repentance, 
restoration, and lasting transformation through the Gospel.

FRIDAY
Pray for GCS prison ministry expansion across Latin America, that incarcerated 
individuals would encounter Christ in a deeply personal way, and that genuine 
repentance would lead to restored lives, renewed identity, and transformation. 

SATURDAY

Pray for the Relentless Evangelism Masterclass taking place today in Johannesburg, that 
those trained through GCS would grasp both the theology and lived reality of mission, 
proclaiming Christ clearly across cultures with conviction, wisdom, and endurance.

SUNDAY
Intercede for GCS work among indigenous communities in the Amazon region, that the 
Gospel would be communicated with clarity and cultural understanding, bringing 
transformation, and establishing strong, biblically grounded local fellowships.

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MONDAY 

Ask God to sustain GCS missionaries serving across Johannesburg this month, that they 
would maintain physical strength, spiritual clarity, and unity as they minister daily in 
demanding, complex, and often spiritually resistant environments.

TUESDAY
Pray for GCS missionaries in Southeast Asia, where public evangelism is restricted, that 
wisdom would guide every conversation, and that hearts would be opened through 
patient, relational witness shaped by integrity and quiet faithfulness. 

WEDNESDAY
Intercede for GCS evangelistic work among youth in Tunisia and Morocco, that cultural 
resistance would be overcome, and that a generation would encounter truth beyond 
inherited belief systems, responding with genuine curiosity and openness.

THURSDAY

Lift up in prayer GCS discipleship efforts among young believers in Indonesia, that faith 
would deepen beyond initial response, leading to maturity, resilience, and a consistent, 
active witness in communities where pressure to conform remains strong.

FRIDAY
Pray for the Pursuing Purity conference taking place today in Johannesburg, that young 
adults would encounter biblical truth regarding identity and relationships, responding 
with conviction, clarity, and a sincere desire to honour Christ in their daily lives.

SATURDAY

Pray for GCS missionaries facing fatigue or discouragement in demanding environments 
that they would be renewed in strength, sustained in their calling, and encouraged by 
the visible and unseen fruit developing over time.

SUNDAY
Pray that across all GCS operations, Christ would be proclaimed with clarity and 
conviction, that repentance would be genuine, and that lives would be transformed 
through the enduring and unchanging power of the Gospel message.

Romans 12:9-13
“Let love be genuine. Abhor what is evil; hold fast to what is good. Love one another 
with brotherly affection.

Pray for GCS engagement with diaspora communities across Europe, that cultural 
bridges will enable the Gospel to reach individuals from restricted nations now living in 
new environments, many of whom are deeply searching for truth.

TUESDAY
Pray for GCS projects addressing addiction and recovery in Eastern Europe, that lives 
bound by long-term dependency would encounter Christ, leading to genuine 
repentance, restored dignity, and a renewed sense of purpose and direction.

WEDNESDAY
Pray for GCS teams working discreetly across North Africa, that their presence would 
remain protected and sustainable, and that the Gospel would spread through carefully 
developed, trusted relationships built over time with wisdom and patience.

THURSDAY 
Pray for the GCS mission beginning today in Albania, that teams from Finland and 
Quebec would work together in unity, strengthening local churches and proclaiming 
Christ effectively throughout this strategic and significant three-week outreach.

FRIDAY
Pray for GCS involvement in Bible distribution across restricted nations, that Scripture 
would reach those actively seeking truth, and that the Word of God would lead to 
genuine encounters with Christ and the formation of new believers. 

SATURDAY

Ask God to strengthen GCS engagement in regions affected by natural disasters, that 
response efforts would reflect Christ’s compassion, and that these moments of crisis 
would open doors for meaningful and lasting Gospel impact.

SUNDAY
Ask God to guide GCS leaders as they make strategic decisions in complex, often 
uncertain environments, that wisdom would shape every action, ensuring both 
effectiveness in mission and unwavering faithfulness to the message of Christ.

Pray for GCS missionaries serving in remote regions of Papua New Guinea, that 
language barriers would be overcome through patience and skill, and that Scripture 
engagement would lead to deep, authentic, and lasting transformation.

WEDNESDAY
Lift up in prayer GCS training initiatives across Nigeria and surrounding regions, 
equipping local evangelists with theological depth and practical skills, enabling 
sustained, faithful, and culturally effective Gospel proclamation.

THURSDAY 
Ask God to strengthen GCS teams engaging with migrant labourers across the Gulf, that 
amid isolation, cultural displacement, and hardship, individuals would encounter Christ 
through trusted relationships and consistent, compassionate witness.

FRIDAY
Pray for GCS outreach among children and young people in vulnerable settings, that 
early exposure to the Gospel would shape lifelong faith, stability, and resilience in 
environments often marked by uncertainty and limited opportunity. 

SATURDAY

Pray for GCS humanitarian efforts in fragile regions, that practical care would open doors 
for Gospel witness, and that aid would be delivered with integrity, wisdom, and 
discernment in complex and sensitive environments.

SUNDAY
Pray for GCS missionaries working within environments of strong ideological opposition 
that clarity of truth would remain uncompromised, and that boldness would be exercised 
with wisdom, patience, and careful discernment in every interaction.
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
